Minutes and Treasurer’s Report

· The minutes of the April 8 meeting were approved with one correction.

· The Treasurer’s Report was discussed and approved. 

Donations Committee  

· The board referred to the Donations Committee a Rice Lake Public Library request for support for its “Bring Home the Beach” summer program.
· The board approved a recommendation to the Donations Committee that it authorize a donation of $525 to drill three wells in India.

· The board approved a donation of up to $500 to fund start-up costs (copying, paper, advertising, etc.) of the Feed My Starving Children mobile packing event, scheduled to take place October 23 and 24 this year in Rice Lake.

Club Administration  

· The induction of new officers and club picnic will take place July 1.

· The club is the process of applying for renewal of its raffle license.
· The June 10 club assembly will present an opportunity for members to sign up for committees.
· The Roseville Rotary Club will have a few minutes during the June 17 program to present the “Building Your Chairs” program.  Marlene Gargulak will follow up with the Roseville club about this.

· Paul Vine will update the club by-laws with the latest amendment and have the by-laws posted on the club website.

· Also to be posted on the club website will be information about the Feed My Starving Children event and the Rotary Big Cup golf tournament, a July fundraiser for the Boys and Girls Club and other youth-oriented groups.
· Paul Vine will include in the written notice concerning senior-active status that members should consult with their tax preparers about the tax deductibility of their annual donation of $100 or more to The Rotary Foundation.  Such a donation gives them Sustaining Foundation Member status, which is one of the requirements for senior-active status in the club.
· The board discussed the need to make it clear to prospective members that it may take a couple of months to become full members, since both the board and the club have to approve their applications and the applicants must go through orientation.  In the interim, they are encouraged to attend all weekly meetings as guests of the club.

· Environmental Day was postponed until May 18, so new sign-up sheets will be circulated at today’s club meeting for volunteers to work at the Moon Lake skateboard park and to grill food for students at the high school.
· With the completion of improvements at the skateboard park, the Rotary grant that has helped fund this project will be closed out.
