Minutes and Treasurer’s Report

· The Treasurer’s Report was discussed and approved. 

Foundation Update

· Kevin Jacobson and Gordy Shay gave an update on Foundation Committee activities:

· 11 members have achieved Paul Harris Fellow or multiple PHF status during the current year.

· As an incentive for club members who have never donated to the Foundation, the committee is considering using points to match initial $100 donations.

· The committee will set up future programs on international projects supported by the Foundation.
Club Administration  

· New members Benito Leal and Travis Karpowicz will be inducted November 19.

· The club Christmas party is scheduled for December 10.

Community Service

· The board reviewed and approved an annual Rotary golf fundraiser to benefit the Boys and Girls Club of Barron Co.  This will be presented to the club at a future meeting, along with a request for volunteers to help plan, organize, and run the event.
· On hold for the present is the proposed renting of a billboard to build awareness of the club.  The board will research this further and reconsider it at the December meeting.
Vocational Service

· The board reviewed the battery recycling program and approved continuing it in a revised format.  The club will:

· collect all types of batteries; 

· sort out lithium, nickel-cadmium, and other rechargeable batteries, which contain recoverable metals and thus have some value, and sell them to a recycler; and 

· dispose of alkaline batteries via incineration or landfill, as they contain more common metals and far fewer toxic metals than in the past; recyclers now charge handling fees for alkaline batteries and then do not recycle them anyway, since it is not cost-effective to recover the metals in them.
Volunteers are needed to help run this program.
Club Service

International Service

· In conjunction with its centennial celebration, the Rotary Club of St. Paul is launching a five-year partnership with Feed My Starving Children to combat world hunger.  Each year, the club will pack 100,000 specially formulated meals for distribution to severely malnourished children throughout the world.  The club is inviting other clubs to participate by helping with St. Paul packing events or by sponsoring packing events in their own communities.  The board will consider this at its December meeting.
